Challenge yoursdlf this summer by bringing your
own materia to the workshops. The abundant rain
has provided us with a wide choice of floral
materials in our yards and at the farmers market.
When cut material does not survive, it is most likely
due to alack of water. Part of the flower way isto
arrange with our legs; to challenge ourselves. Search,
find, cut, and condition materials. Here are some
tips...

<>Cut materias in the early morning, after plants
have had a chance to drink al night long. If you can
cut in the rain your materials will be very happy.
<>Have a bucket of warm water available for
woody materials and grass materials.

<>Some trees condition better with alittle sugar in
the water — like Japanese maple and prunus.

<>Weedy materials enjoy vinegar added to the
warm water, Queen Ann’'s Lace for example.

<>When cutting, ask yourself how you will use the
material in the particular style you will arrange. For
example s this shofutai ? Consider what is the sunny
side and shady side, topside, bottom, and how the
plant grows in its natural habitat. Cut accordingly.
<>For woody materials, make several cuts across
the bottom, or pedl back alittle bark to help it take
up water. For hollow plants like Dahlia— mash the
end of the stem to avoid air being trapped,
preventing water absorption.

<>Let your materials condition overnight. Cut extra
so that if something doesn’t condition you will have
enough, and so that you can share at the workshop.
<>When you purchase materials at the flower shop
or farmers market, be sure to recut the stems and
condition overnight if possible. Use commercid
flower conditioner if provided.

<>We learn by doing, so don't be afraid to
experiment, to make mistakes, to try something new.
